  Match Report - Date 11/01/2014: East Riding A vs Leeds A - WYL
Final Score: East Riding 0 – 2 Leeds A     Goals: White (2)

Leeds won this game East Riding 2 -0 and as they had the majority of the possession it was a deserved victory. The score line should probably have more emphatic as Leeds didn’t score as many goals as they probably should have done given the level of possession they had. This was down to combination of poor finishing, good saves by the East Riding keeper and just general bad luck.

1st Third 
Leeds started to the game well and took the game straight to East Riding and had a lot of early pressure.  In this first third Leeds had a lot of possession but the passing was not accurate and the play was quite scrappy.  The Leeds players were playing with plenty of hard work and effort but in general the passes and quality of the final ball didn't create many clear-cut chances.

There was some good linkup play between Harry Barton and Liam Dean and then again between Tom Spence and Ellis Wilson – Gales. Dean then had a shot that went just wide.
Harry Barton and Will Holmes also linked up well, but like plenty of other times in this early stage, the move broke down without a chance being created.

East Riding had a few attacks in this third and when they did the defence was strong Matt Johnson tidying up at the back and Joe Ingleson was getting some good tackles and on the left Jack Backhouse was his usual rampaging self .One good chance was created by Jack charging down the wing and passing the ball to Wilson-Gales who had a cross shot just wide.
2nd Third 
In the second third Leeds again started positively but the quality of the passing was better. Ellis had a good cross early on but there was no Leeds player on the end of it. Haroon Bostan and Johnny White were linking up well down the left with some good quick passing which caused problems for East Riding. Down the right Ollie Brown was making progress and got some good crosses in and Bostan was unlucky not to score when a last-ditch tackle took the ball as he was about to shoot.  From the resulting corner Johnny White passed it to Holmes who shot just wide. Leeds were now creating the chances but couldn’t get the ball in the back of the net. It was then Wilson Gales turn and he had a run and shot that went just wide. The pressure was building and Leeds were playing some good football and the crowd anticipated a goal coming. They didn't have to wait long and White picked up a loose ball in midfield and ran onto goal and shot low into the bottom cornet to make it 1-0.
Leeds we using the flanks better this period and the passing was a lot better. Ellis was passed to Ollie Brown who went down the wing who put in a dangerous whipped cross that the East Riding keeper just reached. White then had another good run and the shot went just wide. Bostan was doing a great job closing down from the front. One move saw the ball played from the back by Ingleson who put in a good pass to Bostan who then played in Holmes who shot just wide.
East Riding didn't get out of their own half much but when they did the defence stayed strong and composed and got in some great tackle stop the attacks. There were lots of shots and chances coming for Leeds but they couldn't get the second goal. They had two corners in quick succession but nothing came from them.  White and Holmes had some good interplay, which resulted in a shot by Holmes that hit the post
Another attack then saw Tom Woodeson win the ball and pass to Johnny White who slotted into make it 2 -0 and relax a crowd

3rd  Third 
Leeds continued to be on the offensive in the early period.  Woodeson won the ball in midfield and fed Harry Barton who controlled the ball well and created space for himself and had a curling shot that went just wide of the post. Brown who had now moved to centre back was getting some good tackles and running forward and using the ball well. There was some good passing between Dean and White and White shot but the ball went wide.
In another good move between Spence on the left who passed to Woodeson who put in a great ball to White who in turn passed to Dean who was just tackled as he was about to shoot – but it was a great move. Barton then won the ball in midfield put a great ball in to Johnny White who was unlucky when his shot went just wide. 
In the last five minutes East Riding started to put some good attacks together and the defence of Brown, Backhouse and Bostan (all the B’s) got some stinging tackles in to deny East Riding any clear cut chances. The game finished with no further goals.
